Severe Thunderstorms

A storm which produces hail 1 inch in diameter or
larger and/or wind gusts 58 mph or stronger.

* Flash Flood - A rapid rise in stream, creek and small
tributary river levels, usually within 6 hours of a heavy
rain event, or other factor such as a dam break or ice jam.
