Severe Weather Briefing
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Severe Thunderstorm Threat Late Today & Tonight
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This is a multimedia weather briefing from the National Weather Service in Duluth, MN
issued August 22, 2015 in the late morning. This briefing will cover hazardous weather

conditions expected today, focusing on the threat for severe thunderstorms late today into
tonight.
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The severe weather threat for large hail, damaging winds, and tornadoes is greatest in
central Minnesota today (threat area 3, enhanced), including Itasca, Cass, Crow Wing, Aitkin,
and Pine counties. This includes the Brainerd Lakes region as well as all of Mille Lacs Lake. All
of northeast Minnesota and much of northwest Wisconsin has the possibility to see at least
scattered severe thunderstorms. Remember, all thunderstorms produce dangerous cloud-to-
ground lightning and will be capable of causing flooding.
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Going throgh the specific threats. .. There is a medium risk for large hail of quarter-size or greater.
This threat is mainly in central Minnesota. The threat for damaging wind gusts exists everywhere,
and we expect storms capable of producing gusts up to 80mph. The tornado threat is low, mainly
confined to central Minnesota especially when the first storms fire, but this threat is much lower as
storms move east in the early evening. The flash flooding threat is medium but covers the entire
region — less than two inches of rain in an hour will cause flash flooding. PLEASE NOTE: This is a
generalized outlook for the entire region.
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Mid to late afternoon storms will develop in the green area. All severe hazards are possible.
In the late afternoon to early evening storms will move east, possibly turning into a solid line
of storms capable of producing damaging winds and flash flooding. Later tonight, storms
diminish in intensity, but heavy rain is still a threat!

Conclusion

» Be prepared if severe thunderstorms develop!

» Have a way to be notified if a warning is issued (eg. NOAA
Weather Radio, Commercial TV/Radio, Smartphone app, etc.)

» If you have outdoor plans, make sure you have access to a
suitable shelter, such as a vehicle or permanent building structure
“When Thunder Roars, Head Indoors” <> ANY thunderstorms can
produce deadly cloud-to-ground lightning! When you hear thunder,
take shelter!
