The storm then caused F1 and F2 damage to trees,  buildings, and a trailer
park where two homes were destroyed  and one woman was injured. The storm then intensified to F3 strength as it moved across an
industrial park on the north side of Peru, tearing off a roof and knocking down a large communications tower. The storm then
quickly began to dissipate as it appeared the rear flank downdraft quickly choked off the circulation in a field near the intersection of
Highways U.S. 24 and SR19. Damage estimates were from 5 to 6 million dollars to private property and more than one half million
in public property. Miami county was declared a presidential disaster area on June 3rd.

On the morning of May 21st, a fast moving squall line developed in the morning over Lake Michigan and moved southeast across
the Northern Indiana CWA.

The largest lake effect snowstorm in several years hit portions of northwestern Indiana. Winds off Lake Michigan started out of the
northwest, with the band of snow extending into northern parts of St. Joseph county, where 8 inches of snow was reported at the
South Bend Regional Airport. The snow band quickly shifted westward as winds become more northerly, allowing for a single
intense band to develop across the length of Lake Michigan. This band became stationary over far western Laporte county for much
of Sunday and Sunday evening. Snowfall rates in the center of the band were 2 to 3 inches an hour. A total snowfall of 26 inches
was reported in Michigan City where portions of I-94 and the Indiana Toll Road were impassable for several hours.
