EVENING FOR ALL OF THE FLORIDA KEYS. A SQUALL LINE MOVED ALONG THE KEYS ISLAND CHAIN
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON, BRINGING GUSTY WINDS AND HEAVY RAINFALL FROM THE DRY
TORTUGAS TO THE MAINLAND.

RAINFALL YESTERDAY MORNING ALONE SET A NEW DAILY RECORD FOR THE KEY WEST
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, SURPASSING THE PREVIOUS RECORD OF 0.98 INCHES SET IN 1922. BY
THE END OF THE DAY 1.91 INCHES OF RAIN HAD FALLEN AT THE AIRPORT, ALMOST TWICE THAT
OF THE 89-YEAR-OLD RECORD.
