saturated ground 

could quickly result 

in flooding and flash 

flooding 

 

• Streams and creeks 

may quickly rise out 

of banks 

 

• Low-lying crossings 

and urban areas 

very susceptible 
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Overview / Summary 
• Be extra weather-aware 

tonight and Tuesday 

 

• Widespread damaging 

winds are greatest concern 

 

• Flash flooding also likely 

given intense rain rates 

and saturated ground 

– Flash Flood Watch all areas 

 

• More severe storms likely
