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A relatively strong low pressure system formed as a front passed eastward through the Great Lakes in early November. The low began to occlude as it moved into the 
Mid-Atlantic on the 8th. Generally 0.50 to 1.00 inches of rain fell across most the region; however, up to 5.00 inches fell across of the New York metropolitan area in a 
period of 24 hours as the low pushed eastward through the Pennsylvania, New York, and New Jersey. This extremely heavy rainfall caused widespread flooding across 
six river basins.
