Torrential convective rainfall moved across the northern tier of central Maryland during the early morning hours on the 19th,
producing widespread and in some cases catastrophic flooding across the area.  Rainfall of over 5.5 inches fell in Emmitsburg,
with up to 13 inches in nearby Gettysburg, Pennsylvania, during the late night hours.  The worst damage was in Emmitsburg,
where numerous residences, businesses, and farms were flooded.  Nearly all roads leading into town, including the main
thoroughfare (state route 140), were flooded and/or damaged.  Fifty evacuations occurred in Frederick Co, and 21 in Washington
Co.  Several persons were rescued, including three volunteer fire fighters and four local women (Frederick Co).  An 18-foot mobile
camper was destroyed near Emmitsburg after it was swept away by flood waters.

There was one fatality approximately 3 miles southwest of Emmitsburg.  At 0000EST, a woman exited her van along Little Owens
Creek and was promptly swept away by the floodwaters, which at the time were 3 feet over top of Eylers Valley Road.  The woman
was found at noon the following day, approximately 1/4 mile downstream.

In Washington Co, an overflowed creek near downtown Hagerstown punched a large hole into a cinder block wall at the municipal
stadium, causing an estimated $100,000 in damage and cancelling an eight-game baseball home stand.  A home in Hagerstown
was swept off it's foundation.  Numerous roads were submerged overnight through the following morning.  In Carroll Co, many
roads were also flooded, including state route 140 at the Monocacy River bridge.

More storms continued to develop during the mid and late morning hours in east-central Maryland.  Heavy rains from these storms,
combined with runoff from earlier events upstream, pushed the Patapsco River out of it's banks along the Howard/Baltimore Co
line shortly after noon.

The most notable problems were along the Patapsco River, where 2 fatalities occurred.  The deceased, a young man and woman,
were rafting on the river (despite the fact that the area was under a flash flood watch and warning) at approximately 1545EST
when the fast current washed them over an earthen dam which catapulted them out of the raft.  Other evacuations/rescues were
necessary in the Gwynns Falls area along the river between 1200 and 1300EST.  Six occupants in a van became trapped in flood
waters near the Baltimore Beltway (interstate 695), requiring another rescue.

Other roads closed in southern Baltimore Co included the intersection of River and Frederick Road (state route 144), and Cromwell
Bridge Road and Manor Road.  In Anne Arundel Co, Defense Highway (near Annapolis) was closed due to high standing water.
Numerous basements were flooded, as were low-lying neighborhoods especially in Arnold near the Magothy River.  Five other
county roads were closed as well.

The tornado completly destroyed 4 houses, and damaged 130
others.  Miraculously, no one was injured or killed.  Elsewhere, tornadoes damaged homes in Lapeer and Saint Clair counties, and
strong straight line winds uprooted trees in northern Genesee county, and did severe damage to a mobile home dealership in
southern Bay county. 

Flash flooding was widespread throughout the Saginaw Vally and the thumb region as well.  In Bay county, an elderly man was
killed when his car was swept from a bridge while he was attempting to cross the Kawkawlin river.  Elsewhere, flooding did
widespread damage to roads and houses.  Particularly hard hit were the many farmers in the area.  The preceding spring had been
extremely wet, and flooding from this event continued to delay planting in some areas, while damaging or destroying crops in other
areas.  Dollar damage amounts were difficult to estimate until the growing season actually came to an end, but initial rough
estimates placed total damage to crops in the area at several million dollars.

The worst
road damage occurred on the Skalkaho Highway between the Bitterroot Valley and the Philipsburg/Anaconda area were water was
diverted into the road in several places. Flooding on the Bitterroot River caused the Victor Crossing Bridge in Ravalli County to
move six inches down stream and drop 23 inches. Estimated repair to fix the bridge is one million dollars. Flooding on the
Bitterroot also caused erosion east of Victor, exposing a high pressure gas line crossing the river to Victor.

$10,000 damage also occurred to septic tanks in the Warm Springs area of Deer Lodge County were 40 to 50 homes were
threatened along Warm Spings Creek.

Seven damaged areas in the Fisher drainage near Libby Creek in Lincoln County is expected to cost $500,000 to repair. Flooding
in Libby Creek had washed out a bridge leading into Howard Lake. Libby Creek road had a 400-foot long piece of pavement and
road base washed out, six feet wide.

In Flathead County, the East Side Road to Hungry Horse Reservoir has been closed due to a massive road slump due to flooding.
Felix Creek also caused about 100 yards of a road to drop off a cliff.

The flooding peaked on June 11, when widespread flooding occurred in both Missoula and Ravalli Counties. A dike on the
Bitterroot River near Lolo was breached for about a 50 yard break, flooding yards and homes in the area and the Linda Vista Golf
Course south of Missoula. The flood water floated two chest freezers out of one garage in Lolo. A private levee broke near the
Clark Fork River in Missoula flooding the area.

A few deaths occurred on the rivers during this period. On June 6, a man drove into the Bitterroot River near Sula and drowned.
On June 7, a 24 year old man died after jumping off a Missoula bridge into the Bitterroot River as he was swept away. A 22 year
old man died on June 9, swimming in the fast currents of the Blackfoot River east of Bonner.

In addition, a
number of metal sheds were blown off their foundations.  Damage farther south in the development became more superficial.
Numerous trees were also uprooted, but most fell between the homes.  About 300 families were temporarily displaced.

Other wind damage within North Hanover Township included roof damage at the Ames Shopping Center, a McDonald's sign was
blown out, a garage door at a Goodyear Tire dealership was blown into the building, roof and wall damage to a Primerica Insurance
Building and a state police communication tower was snapped in half.  Entire fields of crops were ruined in about a dozen farms
from Chesterfield through North Hanover to Fort Dix.

County.  The 11.55 inches of rain that fell in Langhorne represented a greater than one hundred year single day storm.  Two men
drowned, a 54-year-old and a 52-year-old.  Damage was estimated at 14.5 million dollars, 13 million to property and 1.5 million to
state and local roads.  A state of emergency was declared that evening.  The county was declared a major disaster area later in the
month.  Ninety people escaped possible injury by evacuating Gold's Gym in Middletown Township just before the roof collapsed
from the heavy rain at 610 p.m. EDT.   Nearly every major roadway was made impassable by the torrential downpours including
Pennsylvania State Route 413 and U.S. Routes 1 and 13.  Even Interstate 95 was closed at 8 p.m. EDT in Penndel Borough.
Creeks that flooded included the Neshaminy, Brock, Mill, Queen Anne, Indian, Silver and Deer Run. 

The hardest hit townships were Middletown ($11.5 million in damage), Falls, Lower Makefield and Bristol.  The hardest hit
boroughs within these towns were Bristol, Langhorne, Morrisville, Penndel and Yardley.  Seven bridges were washed out.  Four
homes were destroyed, 62 suffered major damage, 215 had moderate damage and 381 incurred minor damage.  About 30
businesses were also damaged including a bowling alley in Langhorne that was ruined. 

The first fatality occurred about 8 p.m. EDT.  A 52 year-old-man on his way to his daughter's cancelled graduation drove his car
into the Silver Creek.  The vehicle plunged about 15 feet into the swollen creek.  His body was found near the 15th hole of the
adjacent Yardley Country Club.  Before he arrived, the creek had washed out the single lane 107-year-old bridge on Reading
Avenue.  Ironically another woman was probably saved because her vehicle  landed on top of his.  She managed to get out of her
car and clinged to a tree until she was rescued.  The second fatality occurred about 1230 a.m. EDT on the 13th in Penn Valley/Falls
Township.  A 54-year-old man's vehicle stalled in four feet of water on Newbold Road near the Penn Warner Industrial Park.  He
rescued his mother from the flood waters, but returned to his car.  He was then plowed over by a wall of water from a passing
truck.  His body was found near his vehicle's bumper.

Middletown Township had the most flood damage.  The worst was along the Mill Creek and on Wyoming Avenue.  In the Penndel
Borough dozens of people were trapped on the second floor of their homes on Wyoming and Delaware Avenues.   Two hundred
shoppers at the Oxford Valley mall were stranded until about midnight EDT.  Flooding along the Mill Creek continued through
Bristol Township.   Boats were used to rescue stranded motorists.  The Bristol Senior Citizen Center was submerged in four feet of
water.  Four bridges were washed out in Falls Township and emergency personnel waded in four feet of water to rescue stranded
motorists.  In Lower Makefield Township, the flooding washed out the SEPTA train tracks.  Cars were pushed out of the
driveways onto the streets by the flood waters.  Three bridges were washed away.  In Yardley Borough, flooding along the Brock
and Silver Creeks and the Canal inundated the area again for the second time this year.  About 200 to 300 persons were rescued.
Cars were buried in water.  Evacuations were ordered between the Canal and Delaware River.  Officials feared gas explosions
from eroded roadways and exposed lines.  Power was not restored until Friday the 14th.  In Bensalem, the Neshaminy Creek
flooded.  A 40 foot boat and its dock were ripped from their moorings and smashed into the U.S. Route 13 Bridge.  Farther
upstream the Neshaminy Creek in Langhorne crested at 11.8 feet at 115 a.m. EDT.  Flood stage is 9 feet.              

In addition to the 11.55 inches of rain that fell near the Oxford Valley Mall, other reported rainfall amounts included 9 inches at the
Middletown Country Club, 6.1 inches in Yardley, 5 inches in Neshaminy Falls, 4.8 inches in Richboro and 3.3 inches in

The severe thunderstorm which produced golf-ball sized hail in Chemung and Schuyler counties in New York spawned a tornado
as it crossed southeast Bradford County Pennsylvania. Initial damage occurred in Tuscarora Township, where a home received
extensive damage. A 25-foot trailer was tossed about one hundred feet, and a garage was completely lifted off its foundation and
destroyed. The tornado tracked to the southeast, and moved into Braintrim Township in northwest Wyoming County around 315
PM, then Laceyville where severe tree damage was observed. A barn was destroyed with only one wall left standing. Many trees
were sheared off or uprooted in town, and near the Laceyville Bridge as the tornado crossed the Susquehanna River. The tornado
then moved into Windham Township at North Flats, along State Route 3001. One eyewitness was a car picked up and spun
around, but the occupants were not injured. A mobile home was lifted off its foundation and pushed onto the street. Its occupants
were unharmed. The tornado cut across a corn field and sheared off trees within a hedge row as it re-approached the Susquehanna
River. Damage was spotty immediately after the tornado crossed the river northwest of Black Walnut. The next area of significant
damage occurred about one-quarter mile north of Route 6, on State Route 4009, where many large trees were toppled. The tornado
then moved southeast into Black Walnut where many homes were damaged on the north side of Route 6. One mobile home and
several garages were completely destroyed. Nearly all of the campsites located south of Route 6, along the northern shore of the
Susquehanna River, were damaged by large trees downed by the tornado. The tornado crossed the Susquehanna River once again
where it downed and uprooted several hundred trees within a 100 yard swath as it moved up a steep slope. The damage path
narrowed near the top of the mountain. It was undetermined whether or not damage occurred downstream from this point, but an
aerial survey indicated spotty damage toward the town of Scottsville. The tornado was rated as an F1, with wind speeds between 73
and 122 MPH. The damage path was at least 6 to 7 miles long, and averaged 100 yards in width.
As the storm crossed the border into Luzerne County, an F0 tornado touched down in the communities of Duryea and West Avoca.
The tornado damaged several homes, with many more homes damaged by uprooted and snapped trees. A portion of these homes
had roofing material blown off, gutters and siding separated. The damage path in Luzerne County was broken as the storm skipped
to the east/southeast, but extended a total of about one and a half miles.
