Temperature

Å Warmer-than-average temperatures are also favored in the 

Southeastern U.S. and along the Atlantic coast. 

Å The greatest chance for warmer-than-average conditions are in western 

Alaska, and the Central Great Basin and Southwest extending through 

the Southern Plains. 

Å Below-normal temperatures are favored from the Pacific Northwest 

eastward to the western Great Lakes and the Alaska Panhandle. 

Precipitation

Å Wetter-than-average conditions are most likely in western Alaska, the 

Pacific Northwest, northern Rockies, Great Lakes and Ohio Valley. 

Å The greatest chances for drier-than-average conditions are forecast in 

portions of California, the Southwest, the southern Rockies, southern 

Plains, Gulf Coast and much of the Southeast. 

Å The remainder of the U.S. falls into the category of equal chances for 

below-, near-, or above-average seasonal total precipitation.

Å El Niño-Southern Oscillation (ENSO) is one of 

the most important climate phenomena on 

Earth due to its ability to change the global 

atmospheric circulation, which in turn, 

influences temperature and precipitation 

patterns across the globe.  

Å There is a focus on ENSO when making 

seasonal outlooks because its arrival can often 

be predicted many seasons in advance of its 

strongest impacts on weather and climate.

Å La Niña is a cooling of the ocean surface, or 

below-average sea surface temperatures, in 

the central and eastern tropical Pacific 

Ocean

Å El Niño is a warming of the ocean surface, or 

above-average sea surface temperatures, in 

the central and eastern tropical Pacific Ocean
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ÅDuring La Niña, the Pacific jet 

stream often meanders high into 

the North Pacific. 

Å Southern and interior Alaska and 

the Pacific Northwest tend to be 

cooler and wetter than average, 

and the southern tier of U.S. 

statesðfrom California to the 

Carolinasðtends to be warmer 

and drier than average. 

Å Farther north, the Ohio and Upper 

Mississippi River Valleys may be 

wetter than usual. 

Å One or more of these climate patterns have occurred during many La Ni¶a events in the past. That doesnôt mean that all of these impacts happen during 

every episode. Every event is somewhat different. In other words, the influence of La Niña on U.S. winter climate is a matter of probability, not certainty.

Å By modifying the jet streams, La Niña can affect temperature and precipitation across the United States and other parts of the world. The influence on the U.S. is 

strongest during the winter (December-February), but it may linger into early spring.
