=158 MPH.......ce0uunes Severe damage; cars lifted completely off ground
DEFINITIONS
Severe Thunderstorm A thunderstorm which produces hail to 1 inch in diameter of larger and/or wind gusts to
58 mph (50 kis) or greater
Watch Conditions are favorable for the weather event in or near the watch area
Warning The weather event is imminent or occurring in the warned area
Advisory The weather event will be an inconvenience. However, if caution is not exercised, it
could become life-threatening (mostly during the winter months)
Flash Flood A flood caused by heavy rainfall in a short period of time. generally less than 6 hrs
Flood Inundation caused by heavy rain which generally takes greater than 6 hrs to occur
Tornado A violently rotating column of air which extends from a thunderstorm and it is in

contact with the ground

Funnel Cloud A rotating, funnel-shaped cloud extending from the base of a thunderstorm and is not in
contact with the ground

Downburst A strong downdraft with an outrush of damaging wind on or near the ground

Macroburst - swath of damaging wind more than 2.5 miles wide
Microburst - swath of damaging wind 2.5 miles wide or less
