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Key Messages

e Rain will overspread the region this morning and gradually
transitioning to freezing rain this evening as a backdoor cold
front pushes in from the east.

o Main concern: Potential for a quarter inch of ice or more
in the Catskills. Most locations in the advisory will see less
than 0.1” of ice.

e Temperatures: Mid to upper 30s this afternoon, then gradually
cooling into the upper 20s to low 30s tonight.
