to the CARIGE EWS Uzor Guide,

In the case that operstions were affected, 8 communicetiosn will be issued to its stekeholders, including
the CARIBE EWS Tsunami Waming Focal Points (TWFF] and Mational Tsurami Waming Centers [NTWC).
In such circumstances altemative amangements for regional warning s=rices would be put in plaoe as
much asfeasibie.

Coordination is also maininined with the Caribbean Tsunsmi Warning Program |CTWF], the Cariboesn
Tzunami Information Center [CTIC) and the Central Amerimn Tsunami Advisory Centre [CATAC).

It iz important to reiteryte that each country is solely responsibs for the safety of its own popalstion from
tsunsmi hezards. The country's NTWEC or Emengency Mansgsment Agsncy (EMA] is the authority for
iszuing a tsumami warning for sy or &l of its coasts, as the CARIBE EWS TSF information is oniy advizory.

It is mlso important to recall that for the case of local tsunamis the natural tzunami waming 5 gnais should
be thee trigger for immediate seif-=wmcustion. Persons slong low-lying ooasts should s=f-rvsnsts and not
wait for their Mationad Tsunami Warning Center to issue 8 tsunami waming.
