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Abstract

The current status of JAXA’s Earth Observation satellites and instruments is introduced. TRMM/PR, Aqua/AMSR-E and ALOS are operating well.

JAXA’s future Earth Observation program is presented. JAXA will develop Earth observation satellites and sensors in the Japanese contribution field of GEOSS; “reduction and prediction of disasters”, “climate changes including water cycle variation” and “global warming and carbon cycle changes”. There are GOSAT(2008), GPM/DPR(2013), GCOM-W1(2012), GCOM-C1(2013:TBD) and EarthCARE/CPR(2013:TBD) missions for climate change and global warming.
For reduction and prevention of disasters, JAXA is studying the ALOS F/O mission and promoting Sentinel-Asia by implementing a disaster management support system.
 JAXA plan to have the 7th GPM International Workshop, December 5-7 in Tokyo. In the workshop, JAXA will coordinate GPM Data Working Group Session (GdaWG), where it will be introduced the coverage map with time-lag and will be discussed data interoperability issues for near-real time data utilization.

 JAXA requested to help investigation of gathering satellite information and to join the GPM workshop.
