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What To Report

What are you reporting? Measured or estimated?
When did it occur? Now, or earlier?

Where did it occur? Any damage, injuries, etc.?
Tornadoes, or signs that a tornado may be developing
(Funnel clouds, strongly rotating wall clouds, etc.)

Flash Flooding: Rapidly rising water into areas that do not
typically flood
Hail: Larger than 3/4 inch in diameter (penny-size or larger)

Damaging Wind: Damage caused by thunderstorm wind gusts
or winds measured at more than 50 mph
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
