Starting with the first alert message on Tuesday, your National Tsunami Warning Center sent 35
alert messages to coastal North American communities and response groups indicating an
actionable level of tsunami danger.

As a global tsunami event is ending and safety is improving, we monitor harbor and coastal ocean
‘water levels for a dangerous tsunami signal to end. Our standard procedure is to hold the alert for
at least three hours before we can remove your coastiine from an alert. That can feel like an
imitating eternity.

After a day’s worth of alerts and tsunami waves along much of the U.S. coastiine, including the
Norther Californian coast, we were able to confirm that an impactful tsunami risk had ended for
that region. We know that our alerts keep people safe. And we know they have an economic
impact when they stop work and inconvenience your plans. We take your lives and impacts
seriously every hour and are resetting now to be ready for the next tsunami event.

We hope you do the same as you return to your daily routine. Thank you for being Tsunami Ready.
