Due to March’s scant precipitation, the drought continues. As of March 27, in Southeast New Mexico,
most of Eddy and Lea Counties were in exceptional drought. In West Texas, most or all of Andrews,
Brewster, Culberson, Dawson, Gaines, Jeff Davis, Martin, Presidio, Reeves, and Terrel Counties
were in exceptional drought. The rest of West Texas and Southeast New Mexico was in extreme or
severe drought.
