The
river caused ggnificant flooding of lowlands and agricultural landsin this area, which included the towns of Walkeér, Coleville
and Topaz, Cdifornia. Dueto the high inflows, Topaz lake filled July 6th. As outflow capacity from the lake is severely limited,
it was feared that the |ake would rise to dangerous levels. So, levees there were breached, causing the entire flow of the West
Walker to flow around Topaz Lake.

Moderate to major flooding occurred near the towns of Smith
Wellington in Lyon County Nevada during thisperid. No warnings were issued for the East Walker River. However, moderate
lowland flooding of rural roads and pasturelands occurred from late June through mid-July both above and below Bridgeport
reservoir in Mono County Calibrnia. A flood warning for the mainstem of the Walker River was issued on June 29th when the
river went above the unoffidal 7-foot flood level at Y erington. It remained above flood level in the Mason Valley through July
20th when it fell below the unofficial flood level of ninefeet at Wabuska. Theriver crested over two feet above flood Ievel on
the 12th at Y erington, and 1.8 feetabove flood level at Wabuska on the 13th. Unofficially, these were the highest stages and
flows recorded on the Walker River sincerecords began in 1902, exceeding the old record set in July 1906. Theflooding on the
mainstem Walke was the most extensive in history, causing $6 million in crop losses in Lyon County with an estimated 6,000
acresof agricultura land flooded. Bank erosion wasexénsive along the river and many levees failed, adding to the area flooded.
There was about $250 thousand dollars damage to homeshusinesses, roads and bridgesin Lyon Countg. Seventeen homes were
damages by flooding in the Y erington/M ason area, with manymore surrounded by water but protected by sandbags. Many roads
were washed out by the flood waters leaving areas inacceéssible throughout the month of July.

Thetimber damage is estimated at 1 billion board feet with an estimated value of $204
million. Five deaths and eleven injuries occurred with this event. Most of the deaths and injuries were aresult of treesfalling
on campersin the Adiondacks. Thirty-one hikers and campers had to be removed from the Adirondacks by helicopter as their
path out of the woods was blocked. "Extensive power outages occurred across eastern New Y ork with 230,000 customers | eft
without power. Livestock deaths were also reported with over 10 sheep, cattle or hogs killed. Times used durln%thls event were

estimated due to the very rapid storm movement which exceeded 60 miles an hour. (F430,M390,F600,F100,F72V)

|solated thundestorms devel oped in northwest Oklahoma during earlz evening on the 23rd. Within afew hours a second area
of numerous thunderstorms began to devel or) rapidly in southwest Oklahoma.” The thunderstorms spread into central portions
of the state durirg the evening and many evolved into severe strai %ht-ll ne wind producing thunderstorms with distinctive bow-
echo radar signafures. In summary, wind gusts to 97 mph, hdi up to three-inch diameter, and three tornados were reported during
thisevent. By far the most damaging storm of the nght occurred in Oklahoma County as a severe thunderstorm with straight-line
wmdSlépto_ 7 mph moved through central Oklahoma and the Oklahoma City métro area between 2300 and midnight CST on
the 23rd (midnight to 0100 amCDT on the 24th). As the storm approached western sections of the metro area, it began to cause
significant damagein Canadian County. In El Reno a metal awning was destroyed, and in Y ukon trees were downed, one onto
a mobile home.” The courthouse in’Y ukon suffered major roof damage which resulted in flooding of the offices inside. i
Mustang, winds were measured at 82 to 92 (rg)h. Two carportswere destroyed, light poles were downed, and major tree and
fence damage occurred. When the storm reached westen Oklahoma County, wind speeds approached 100 mph. At the Weather
Service Office at Will Rogers Airport in southwest Oklahoma City, winds were sustained at 36 to 70 mph from 2324CSTat
2353CST. Gustsranged from 58 to 96 mph with a peak of 96 mgh at 2339CST. Damage throughout the county was extensive,
with the heaviest damage in southernand western Oklahoma City. Dollar estimates of damage alone (not inCluding clean-u
costs or lost revenue) topped $6.5 million. Cleanup costs likely added an additional $2 million to the total. One-fifth of the city's
traffic signals were damaged, about 100 in al; andan estimated 175,000 homes lost power in the Oklahoma City metro aréa,
many for several days. Up to

20,000 peocPIe were still without electricity the eveni ngl of the 26th, and electrical service was not comﬂl_etely restored until the
28th, five days after the storm. One employee of the électric company was killed while working on a high voltage line. At the
Will RogersAirport several windows were knocked out of the observation tower and the Weather Service Office at 2328CST.
Windows were also broken out of numerous cars. At Wiley Post Airport eight hangars sustained significant roof damage, for
an estimated $1 million damage. An ajwl_ane was also turned 45 degrees from its orlgl_nal position. ‘A building was destroyed
near the 2000th block of Airpart Road. Wind speeds at Tinker Air Force Base in Del City (a southeastern suburb of Oklahoma
City) reached 97 mph, the highest measured wind speed of the event. Tinker Air Force Base suffered extensive damaged
windows, roofs, and egu_lrpment Stored in hangas. Nearby Rose State Collg?e also suffered significant roof and window damage
vaued at $10 thousand. The Odahoma State Fairgrounds sustained over almost $1 million damage to signs and buildings. The
grestest single cost was the bubbleroof of the International Trade Center which collapsed dul‘leI?:P the storm. Replacement of the
roof andrepair of the building cost $746 thousand. A paper warehouse was heavily dam when an outside concrete-block
wal| collapsed due to the severe winds. Damaje to the warehouse and contents was estimated at $1 million. University Hospital
in downtown Oklahoma City receivel $150 thousand damage: $70 thousand to a Care-flight helicopter and $80 thousand to the
windows and roof of the hospital itself. The roof collapsed on four units of the Western Oaks Apartments at 7416 NW 23rd St,
and a brick wall was blown down at 23rd and Vandament. Part of the roof of a Post Office collapsed at SW 57th and Agnew.
A mobile home on the 5200th blak of Peniel was blown onto its side, amobile home on the 9000th block of NW 10th lost half
of itsroof, and a house lost one-quarter of itsroof at 9717 Westlake. Two homes at SW 59th and May and a Pizza Hut at SW
82nd and Pennsylvania suffered significant roof damage. At SW 74th and Penn?/lvanla, a greenhouse was destroyed and gas
umps were overturned. Roof and gas pump damage was also reported at SW 74th and May. In Moore in northern Cleveland
ounty, the east face of Westmoore High School was stripped away by the severe thunderstorm winds. Damage was estimated
at $25,000. Many homes in Moore suffered roof and structural damage, including parts of walls blown off the second story of
one house. Ten'blocks of power poles were downed along Santa Fe'south of 4th on the M oore/Oklahoma City line. Sign‘and
tree damage througlhout Oklahoma,and northern Cleveland Counties was too extensive to list. Over 200 trees were twisted or
uprooted at the Oklahoma State Fairgrounds alone. Only two known injuries were attributed to the storm as it moved through
themetro area. An elderle/ couge driving on Santa Fe south of 4th Street in Moore (Cleveland County) wasinjured by afalling
utility pole.. Both were freated and rel€ased by alocal hospital. Elsewhere in central Oklahoma, severe thunderstorm windsin
Pottawatomie County downed two-inch linbs in'Pink and felled numerous trees and power linesin Tecumseh. In Shawnee, also
in Pottawatomie County, winds estimated at 70 mph downed many limbs up to three inches. Severe thunderstorm wirsl
estimated at 80 mph in notthern Hennessey in Kingfisher County uprooted or snapped numerous 14 to 20-inch trees and power
lines. Several residentia and business roofSwere @maged or removed. Glass windows and doors were broken throughout town.
The Co-op also sustained damage to a nurse tank when a power pole fell on it. One large tree fell onto a mobile home, ah
another mobile home was blown over. Onewoman wadnjured when Eart of thewall of her apartment complex caved in. Severe
thunderstorm windsdowned two-inch limbs five miles west of Meeker and in Prague in Lincoln County. In Cleveland County
three miles south of Stella, an 18-inch tree was downed, anchumerous trees and limbs were downed in Norman. In Payne County
Iar%ellmbsand three trees were downed in Stillwater, and limbs up to four inches were snapped in Atwood in Hughes County.
In inole County 1,500 residents of Seminole lost power dueo trees blown over onto power lines. In northern Oklahoma
severe thunderstorm winds estimated at 70 mph removed shingles and downed two-inch limbs five miles south oWakitain
Grant County. Theroof andwalls were blown out of alarge metal machine shed 15 miles west of Medford in Grant County. In
Harper County, two-inch limbswere downed in Buffalo and one-foot limbs were downed in Laverne. One-foot tree limbs were
aso downed 1n Arnett in Ellis County. In Woodward County numerous six-inch limbs were downed and the roof of a nursing
home was partidly blownoff in Mooréland. In Woodward large trees were downed by winds clocked as high as 65 mph at the
Woodward Airport. In Mgor Cainty large trees and limbs were downed in Fairview, and in Noble County trees were uprooted
and limbs were snapped In Perry andMorrison. In western Oklahoma one-foot tree limbs were downed'in Sayre in Beckham

County. InWashita County utility poles were downed and limbs and debris literally covered the streets of Colony. In Custer
County in Fay two-inch limbs were downed.

Elsewherein Blaine Coung,
two-inch tree limbs were downed in Watonga and six miles south of Canton. In Okeene winds estimated at 80 mph cau
sf?nlflcmt damage. A camper was thrown on'its side and severelg damaged, a church steeple was toppled, the roof was blown
off ahouse, alarge tree was uprooted, a carport was destroed, and 16 utility poles were broken. Severe thunderstorm winds were
aso reported in southern Cklahoma. 1n Cotton County windows were blown out of atoll booth on I nterstate 44 five miles west
of Walters, and atwo-foot tree was uprootedand 15 utility poles were downed in Devol. In Tillman County in Frederick the roof
was blown off a vacant motel, windows were blown out of storefronts, and signs were blown down. In‘the immediate vicinity
of Frederick a mobile home was destroyed, the roof was blown off a barn, trees were uprooted, and more than 70 utility Pol%
were downed including 50 that were :iapped off at the ground. At the Frederick Airport two airplanes and two hangars suffered
an estimated $30,000 damage. Elsavherein Tillman County, two-inch limbs were downed in Grandfield. In Comanche County
23 utility poleswere blown down in Indiahoma and Chattanooga, and in Kiowa County 21 poles were downed in Snyder. Five
mileswest of Hobart in Kiowa Caunty a barn was dest_roised by the strong winds. Trees, signs, power lines, and light poles were
blown down in Pauls Valley in GarvinCounty and in Davisin Murray County. Severe thunderstorm winds downed limbs up
to four inches in Tupelo in Coal County,and aone-foot tree limb was blown down onto aroad one mile west of Wardville in
Atoka County. The three tornados occurred froma single storm, mainly in Cotton County, around mid-evening on the 23rd. The
first tornado was spotted on the Cotton/Comanche County line 10 miles north-northwest of Cookietown (which is eight miles
southeast of Faxon). The tornado was on the ground for two minutes and moved little during that time. The second tornaal
occurred six miles north-northwest of Cookietown and lasted for one minute._The third tornadd was spotted seven miles south
of Walters. None of the tornados resulted in damae and all three were rated as FO. Three-inch hail also fell with this same storm
in Cotton County five mileswest of Walters on Interstate 44. Lightning struck and ignited the roof of a house in Weatherford
in Cugter County. Damage was estimated at $28,000. |n Comariche County lightning struck and set fire to ahouse in Lawton
a 2340CST, resulting in $45,000 damage. A second house in Lawton was struck by lightning from alater storm (at 0100CST
on the 24th), resulting in $10,000 damage. In Duncan in Stephens County lightning struck, ignited, and completely destroyed
ahouse and its contents valued at $92,000.

Other damages
wereinflicted by trees felled by high winds and flooded basements and washed out roads from rainfall that was estimated at .6
to 1.5inchesin 15 minutesin sine ?I aces.

In the Susquehanna Valley two deaths
were the result of outdoor activities,an 80-year-old man was sealing his driveway in Lock Haven and an 85-year-old woman
was found in a Shrewsbury corn field. Hospitals treated greater than 100 persons for heat exhaustion., ;
Record breakin h||:qh températures on the 15th included 104F in Lancaster, 103F in Philadelphia (The highest in 29 years.) and
Williamsport, 101F in Sdlinsgiove, 100F in Avoca, 99F in Harrisburg and 98F in Allentown. The excessive heat caused record
demand to be reached by the Pennsylvania-New Jersey-Maryland | nteconnection Association and Pennsylvania Power and Light
on July 14th and Metropolitan Edison on the 15th."
