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Å Subtropical Storm Alberto is becoming more organized and 

may be come a Tropical Storm later today or Monday.

Å Rain bands are now moving into southern GA and the 

Panhandle of FL.  Forecast rain (storm total) of 6-10 inches 

of rain is expected along the FL Panhandle into eastern AL. 

Isolated higher amounts are possible.

Å Widespread minor flooding is expected with some isolated 

moderate flooding possible
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Å Subtropical Storm Alberto 
has become better organized 
compared to 24-hours ago.

Å Alberto will continue moving 
northward before taking a 
jog to the northwest and is 
likely to become a tropical 
storm before making landfall.

Å Regardless where Alberto 
makes landfall widespread 
heavy rain is expected 
throughout the FL 
Panhandle, Southeast AL, 
and Southwest GA.
