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When no flooding occurs, include miscellaneous river conditions below the small box, such as significant rises, record low
stages, ice conditions, snow cover, droughts, and hydrologic products issued (NWS Instruction 10-924).

An X inside this box indicates that no flooding occurred within this hydrologic service area.

Summary: The San Juan ASOS reported 4.50 inches of rain for the month of December ... 0.07 inches
less than the normal of 4.57 inches. At the Truman Field in St. Thomas, the reported amount was 2.61
inches ... 0.13 inches less than the normal of 2.74 inches. These rainfall amounts were very close to

normal.

The only forecast point that made it above flood stage for the month of December was the Rio
Culebrinas at Margarita Dam. This point barely made it to flood stage as a result of some isolated
heavy rainfall that occurred in that region on December 6. All of the hydrologic products that were
issued for this month were related to this event ... heavy rainfall (amounts of 1 to 2 inches) in northwest

Puerto Rico.
